What is OKPIK? OKPIK in an indoor & mostly outdoor “classroom style” training experience designed to make the
participant aware of all aspects of cold weather & winter camping. This training will give you the skills and confidence to
lead a winter campout and ensure a safe and fun experience for all. You should consider attending this course to learn
how to better train your troop to brave the elements of Winter.

The course will be based out of the Chow Hall at Custaloga Town Scout Reservation.

Who can attend OKPIK? Adult leaders. It is assumed that you have completed Outdoor Scoutmasters specific training as
this course builds on that previously learned information. Senior Scouts who are at least 14 years of age and First Class
are encouraged to attend.

The early bird fee is $60.00 for Pre-registration by January 1, 2025. The fee will increase to $75 from Jan 2 to January
24, 2025. Meals and snacks will be provided. All participants will be able to sleep in a heated cabin Friday night. Then on
Saturday night, we hope that all participants will try sleeping in their own tents or at the Adirondacks.
